The Open
returns to Troon 18-21 July of 2024.

Fredrick and your local guide Ingvar will be
available for you all day, drive you around, play along on the
links, give local advice on and off the links, share stories and a
dram in the evenings, give insights into the local golf heritage
and encourage reflection on golf now vs then. You will play 6
courses, with 3 of them hosting championship tournaments in
recent years.

This itinerary is based on extensive experience of organizing Troon golf tours, but at this stage is somewhat
preliminary since exact tee times are not booked and ferry times for 2024 not published yet. If the ferry is not
running due to weather or technical problems, alternative courses will be offered on the day. The weather is
unpredictable. But based on the last 15 tours in Troon, there is an average in October of rain on 10-15 of the 111
holes we plan to play. So, bring proper waterproofs. And also bring sunscreen!
